She had to mount the blank a couple of times to make adjustments to the tenon which was t8bdong.
indicated that Murphy's law was in effect when doing tl@monstration.This gives us permission to know
that we don't have to do everything perfectly the first time every time.

Before turning the blank around to turn the top she marked the thickness of the wings so that she knew ho
far to turn them downAfter turning the wings down to the correct profile she drilled a hole in the center for
the depth of the interior of the boX6he used a John Jordan hollowing tool to hollow out the inside of the
box. She cut at or just above center in hollowing out therior. After hollowing to the depth that she wanted

she used a swan neck hollowingltamcut up under the rim of the box.

She left a lip on the top of the inside of the box to be used to mount the box in the chuck using the expansic
mode to turn the ditom of the box.After turning it around to finish the bottgrshe turned toward the
headstock so the pressure was toward the headstock rather than to the side.

She then mounted a 3x3xtch blank to turn the finial for the top for the ba®he used apindle
roughing gouge to round off the blan®he then used a right angle scraper at at 45 degree angle

- to smooth the surface&She used a bowl gouge to make her tenon because she does not like using
a parting tool. After turning the blank arounghe $ed a 3/8 spindle gouge to turn the finial

and she used a template to measure the top and bottom of the finial to be sure that she had tl
correct size.She tapered the finial down tiee top of the lid so that it was all part of one piece

of wood.
