of woodworking at the
age of 10, Bruce
quickly fell in love
with the craft.

By
choice his father was
an accompished
amateur wood worker

Like a shadow at his
father 6 sde each time he entered the family
workshop, Bruce began his life long jourrey of
woodworking.
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In 1970, after attending Holden School of Art in
Charlottesville VA, Bruce began his professonal
caeer asan Engineaing and Architecural Designer.
Much like in the footsteps that taught him, Bruce
trades his blueprints and calculator every chance he
can to beathethefresh sawdust filled air that only a
truewoodworker can appreciate.

Finishes Baics

| have been wanting to do this for sometime but never seemed to pull it competely together. | deaded to
go ahead and write a letter about different types of finishes even thaugh | was till not finished researching
as | thought it might lead to some heady discusson amongour resdent scholars. | am going to bres
finishes down into six types. Varnish, shellac, lacquer, wax, oil and penetrating resin. You might notice
that polyurethaneis NOT on thislist. Actually, it is atype of varnish butyou already knew that.



Why choaose onefinish over another. For the beginning turner | can see that ease of application would be
avery important consderation. After all, we want to get the finished produict off that lathe and in front of
an admiring loved one as fast as possble. We also d o nhéave all the tools associated with a sprayed or
polished finish. We might also consider whether the objed is going to comein contad with food when we
choacse a finish but we are really not thinking about the durability of the finish as much as we are just
thinking about food safety. The durability of the finish plays diredly into the use of the objed. Not only
do we have to condder whether the object will come in contad with food but we now have to consider
water, heat and other environmental fadors.

For some, color beames a consideration when choasing afinish. Will we be addingcolor to thewood? If
the color is added before the final layer of finish, will myfinal layer of finish work with the underlayment
of color? Asyouwill find outlater, the finish itself may discolor for different reasons and thiswill become
acongderation. Theease of cleanup and thesolvents used in thefinish are also consderation that beacome
moreimportant aswe move from and easily applied finish like wax to alaaquer or pol yurethanefinish.

VARNISH

Varnishes are made from a combination of oils and resins. (Linseed ortungoil for example) Varnishes
like polyurethane are these oils combined with chemicals call ed pol yols and aadsthat make aresin cal ed
an alkyd. Thecredion of theresin makes these moredurable than the oil alone. Onearticle | read said,
foil-based varnishes are themost durable finish that can beeasly applied by the average finisher,
surpassng most of the other finishesin water-res stance and resistance to heat, solventsand chemicals.0
That is quite a statement. It isalso impottant to rever use and exterior varnish onan interior project.
These varnishes never redly dry dueto the high oil to resin content.

In theend, varnishes give atough, duible finish. There are some varnishes that are water based which
aidsin thecleanup. Another advantage to these finishesis that they are not knavn to yellow asthey age.

SHELL AC

Shell ac driesto ahard finish butwater and alcohol are notits friend. It isoneof theeasest finishesto
apply and diesin ashort period oftime. It can bepurchased in either premixed or flakes that are mixed
with denatured alcohol. Shellac does take several coatsto create a protective layer butbecause of its rapid
drying time thisis often not aconcern.

LACQUER

Oneof thearticles| used in preparation of thisletter said that lacquer was so hard to apply that it was not
going to becovered other than acursory comment aboutit being a very durable finish. Another article
said that laagquer was not wsually used in amateur finishing because of the difficulty of application. Thisis
ashamebecause it is more durable that shell ac, comesin different finishes from high glossto matte, and
driesvery rapidly.

More often than not lacquer is applied via a sprayer. Laaquer dries rapidly asit is bascaly aresn
disolved in fast drying solvents. There are adually three diff erent types of lacquersthat | found butother
than thefinormal  one that most of usare aware of | would not ecommend the others. There were words
like urea and formal dehyde used which saysto mefiPo and dead people. Two thingsl d o méad around
my turnings.
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OTHER FINISHES
WAX

Most of usare familiar with the wax finishesin someform. | use the Bedl Buffing System myself. A lot
of the buffing polishes used on kthe are wax based. These are easy to apply but often soak into thewood
or are rubbed off over time and must bereapplied.

OIL

| mentioned earlier thefood safe finishes. | have worked with four myself and all leave somethingto be
desred in my opinion. Salad bowl finish and mireral oil are easy wipe on finishes asis walnut oil. There
is dso aproduct line by Odie cdled Odies oil which | have foundinteresting but have not used it enough
to give afinal opinion.

Lastly I will mention Linseed Oil and Tung Oil. Linseed oil isusually foundin itsfiboiled dorm as pure
linseed al doesnot diy. The heaing process alongwith someadditives deaease the drying time for this
oil. Aswith linseed oil, Tungoil can bepurchased pureor hea processeed. (Theheat process doesthe
samefor Tungoil asit doesfor linseed oil.) These oil finishes are easy to apply by simply wiping on the
oil and dlowingit to penetrate the fibers of the wood.

PENETRATING RESIN

| did notgo into thepenetrating resinsas | found very little about hem other than they are resins that
penetrate the wood and harden. WOW. Not alot of info there. Alot of the epoxyand polyester resins
fall i nto thiscategory.

EPILOGUE (for those who remember the old Baretta show.)

This is not meant to be an exhaugtive explanation of all the finishes avail able to us as turners. There are
other finishes outthere; there are combinationsof theabove finishes that people use; and, thereis alot more
information about the finishes above that | could not go into. | just wanted to get you started if you are a
new turner and give you someoptionsif you are a seasoned turner. We are extremdy lucky in our club as
thewonderful staff at Klingspor are trained in al the types of finishes and can bean invaluable resource to
usal. | will also have some handoutsat the next meeting published by Behlen that are very useful in
determining the exact finish to med your neeads. | hopeyou foundthis useful and aspringboard for further
reseach.
