June Demonstrator Recap

Don Olsen and his Hollowing from the Bottom

The wvery first thing that Don did before starting his
demonstration was distribute a handout to each person present which
explained in clear detail each step of the demonstration. In comparing
my notes with his handout I discovered that they simply duplicated what
he had given us to begin with. Therefore, his handout will be attached
which gives a clear explanation of how to reverse turn hollow forms from the bottom through a larger
hole rather than from the top through a tiny hole.

During his presentation he gave helpful hints which could be of value to other turners. For
instance, he used a headband under his face shield for comfort. | suppose it would be also valuable if one
worked up a sweat in the shop which | seldom do. It would keep the face shield from hurting your
forehead after an extended time.

He suggested putting the waste block which is the plug for the bottom after it is hollowed out in a
plastic bag so that it does not dry out. If it is green wood he suggested using a hose clamp on the tendon
to keep it round and to retighten it every couple of days. At other times he has recommended using a hose
clamp on the tendon when drying a bowl so that the tendon remains round when one re-turns the bowl.

If one is using a faceplate he suggested making a slightly concave surface on which the faceplate
will be attached. This allows it to fit snuggly with no rocking motion. He also suggested using a small
piece of PVC pipe as a spacer to keep your tool rest at the optimum height when turning so you don't have
to keep adjusting it to find the right height.

He recommended “gliding” the bevel rather than riding the bevel when turning. He also suggested
that the bottom of the bevel on a bowl gouge be slightly ground off so that it does not bruise the wood and
leave a shadow.

The waste block will be reattached as a plug to create the bottom of the hollow form. He
recommended that the waste block be slightly larger than the hole into which it will be glued because it is
much easier to take off just a little more wood to make it smaller than to add wood.

When creating a hollow form, make a sketch of it and then cut it out; this gives you a template by
which you can judge whether or not you have achieved the form that you want. He stressed that the most
important thing is to practice, practice, practice.

When he began his presentation he searched through his manila folder where he had notes and he
could not find the specific notes for this presentation. At the conclusion of his presentation as he was
putting everything back in the fold he discovered his handout with hand written notes in the margins.
Even without his cheat sheet he made an excellent and very informative presentation.

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Hollowing Small -necked Vessels From the Bottom

Mount the wood between centers and turn to determine top and bottom and see how grain patterns
and defects may affect shape and size.
Once determined, mount the wood with the top towards the tailstock.
If the pith is to be in the piece, it must be centered at the top so that it is removed as the center of the
neck. Also, the pith should be within about an inch of the center of the bottom.
Note: you will need about 2” at the bottom to be used later for the bottom tenon and wasteblock to
hold the vessel while shaping the neck.
Face off the top end for a faceplate, and drill a hole for the neck deep enough to enter what will be the
main cavity. This helps with the concentricity of the hole with the neck.
Attach a faceplate to the work piece being sure to center the neck hole to the faceplate.
The neck may extend to the faceplate as the screw holes will be turned away later.
Shape the vessel leaving wood for support at the top and almost final size at the bottom.
Part the wasteblock from the bottom of the vessel to a depth just below the vessel’s bottom outside
diameter.
Face off the end of the tailstock to later be mounted on a faceplate. Ensure centering of the faceplate
now.
Mark the vessel and the wasteblock for grain realignment later.
Separate the wasteblock from the vessel removing as little wood as possible and put in a plastic bag.
True-up the bottom of the vessel.
Sketch the neck onto the wood.
Drill a hole from the bottom to the start of the neck. You should meet the hole you drilled earlier.
Hollow the vessel to 2” wall thickness to the support column.
True the hole in the vessel bottom for gluing.
Now, hollow the vessel to %4 wall thickness up to the support column.
Shape the neck outside for about one inch and then hollow the inside to %4 thick. Continue stepping
toward the faceplate until you reach the screws. A dowel pushed in to the neck will give the inside
diameter at a distance from the bottom. Holding the dowel on the outside, the same distance from the
bottom, will visually give the wall thickness.
Mount the wasteblock on a faceplate and turn the bottom tenon about 3/8” long. Don’t forget the
grain realignment mark. Besides gluing the tenon, also glue the vessel bottom to the wasteblock.
This provides more stability while shaping the inside of the neck later.
To align the vessel top with the tailstock while gluing: 1 use a rod (the same size as the hole drilled
into the top) held in the tailstock. With tailstock support: true-up the vessel body and shape as much
of the outside of the neck as you can.
Sand the vessel if dry enough.
Remove the tailstock, make the hole in the neck a little larger if desired; shape the inside of the neck
and sand.
If the wood is too wet to sand, set it up to be remounted when it may be sanded.
Part the vessel from the wasteblock leaving a stub on the bottom of the vessel. Remount the vessel
between centers to shape the bottom. Recessing the bottom at the glueline helps hide the joint.
Finish as desired.

Tips, Tricks ‘N Techniques

(for the new turner but good review for all)

This quick-to-make project slides between the rails in the lathe bed (known as the ways) and cradles
turning tools within arm's reach. When not in use, it hangs on the wall, out of the way. Feel free to
customize it for the type and number of turning tools you own.

To size your tool holder, first measure the overall length of your turning tools to determine the length for
the backboard (A). The one here is 21", just a bit shorter than most of the tools. Now, measure from the
butt end of the handles to the ferrules (the rings on the handles near the blades). This determines the
distance between the upper rest (B) and base (D), as shown.

Next, measure the diameter of each tool's ferrule and of each handle 2" from the butt end. Cut two 2x10
3/4" plywood strips to make the upper rest (B) and lower rest (C), and mark lines 1 1/4" from one edge.
Lay out hole center points along those lines, where dimensioned on part B, below. Drill holes to match the
ferrules in one strip and to match the handles in the other. Rip the rests (B, C) to width and attach them to
the backboard. Then, add the base (D). A screw in each edge of the backboard retains a 10" miniature
bungee cord that secures the tools.

The cleat and retainer (E, F) are sized to fit most lathes, but check the distance between the ways on your
lathe. The cleat needs about 1/4" clearance to slide easily. Make the wall-mount parts (H, 1) and secure
this assembly to a wall stud. Click here for plans (below) and materials list. [you must “ok” past message
to get these plans at this site — or tool holder to full article and download from bottom of page.
